The project called for Air Force Type Il pressured
fuel systems complete with pump station, 7,500
BBL of above-ground storage tanks, over 6,000
LF of 10-inch and 1,000 LF of 4-inch stainless
steel JP-4 fuel piping feeding G-type hydrant
outlets.

The project also included a CASS (Consolidated

Aircraft Support System) for environmental
control of aircraft on the aprons.
